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Abstract:
This paper, which will be in Tamil, will summarze the important milestones reached
in the Web for Tamil in the last decade, and explore the possibilities of using Unicode Tamil for (a) databases of peer-reviewed academic journals, both in Tamil and English, related to Dravidology studies (b) preservation and propagation of palm-leaves and rare and crumbling 19th century printed books (c) practical employment of "Ezhuttuc Cheermai" to produce glyphs for
an unligated "uyirmey" vocalized consonants, and glyph selection criteria, dynamic fonts for web pages and blogs, and use of the Cheermai font in blog aggregators and (d) auto-transliteration and auto-translation of ancient texts and modern literature to promote mutual understanding between communities using various, but related scripts in the Indian subcontinent.
