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 Abstract 

        Communication and Information Technology (ICT) have made deep inroads    to teaching and learning among the students. In Malaysia there are 524 Tamil schools and 90% of these schools have been equipped with computer laboratories. School Curricula have been modified to include ICT in order to upgrade teaching and learning. The computer with its internet and hypermedia capabilities is a powerful tool to enhance learning. With its unlimited collection of text, sound, pictures, video, animation and hypermedia, provide meaningful context to facilitate comprehension (Bruner, 1986). The implementation of ICT in the classroom are both an innovation in technology and teaching (Scrimshaw, 2004).The study for this paper was conducted in 10 Tamil schools in Klang Vally, Peninsula Malaysia to examine how far incorporation of ICT could promote students’ creativity in their performance and suggest how teachers could use multimedia effectively. Questionnaire and interview methods were used to collect data for the study. 100 students were selected by the respective schools. 50 students were grouped as experimental group and another 50 as the control group. The experimental group were exposed with multimedia learning process in Tamil, while the control group studied Tamil without the multimedia support. The study showed that students with constant exposure multimedia both at schools and home have performed well in their communication, creative & critical thinking, writing & reading and in their imaginations skills. On the other hand, students who had less exposure with multimedia did not perform well. On the basis of the findings the teachers were also given some suggestions to inculcate creativity among the students by way of making the students more familiarize with ICT.
