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1). Who contributes best in the evolution of a language?
Any language evoles by people who think and feel in that language, and not by others. These individuals consider themselves as part of that language, and not vice versa. They seldom suggest "improvements" to that language, understanding fullwell that language and religion have no room for any sort of logic! Any well wisher of that language always gives importance to its existing "standards", and its regional variants within these standards. They care much for its stability and downward compatibility, lest its historic "connections" with other languages and scripts will be forgotton in course of time. They give more importance to

its cultural ties with other languages and scripts, rather than "simplifying" the script, so that it is easy for possible dropouts in schools, in remembering the script.

2). Standards:

TamilNadu, where Tamil was born and bred, has an elected

Government, which prepares, prints and supplies text books for its school children upto the School Final Stage. These text bools are also available in pdf format, at www.textbooksonline.tn.nic.in. Just as Unicode is a

standard, present Standard Tamil Script is in these pdf format files.
3). Script Reform:

A language has links to other languages, by its phonetics and by its script similarity, however small it may be. While living languages have both phonetics and script, dead or ancient languages / civilizations have only the scripts left out, in identifying its links with others. Indus Valley Civilisation is only one example whose connection with Tamil

could be established only thru' its script. 

Script Reform is meant to ease learning a language by school

dropouts and foreigners who have to learn it for a specic purpose, in their initial stages of learning the script. Their contribution to the enrichment of the language is almost nil. By reforms, they are not going to change their behaviour of going for other languages / scripts, for

improving their standard of living. Migration will still be there, for economic reasons. Innate love for the language alone will contribute towards the wellbeing of a language, which can't be expected of the dropouts and foreigners. While reforms are not going to fetch any major advantage for its general users, it will fetch a big drawback of wiping

out any traces of links that the language and script had with other languages and scripts in its evolution and hence to be avoided. It is not wise to obtain a microscopic gain, in lieu of a very big loss of identity with world wide civilisations.
It has to be noted, that there is a consorted opinion that coining newer and newer technical words alone will make Tamil the thriver in this modern age; opinion is however divided on script reforms.

4). How the Unicode Consortium can help in promoting Tamil:

Any language thrives when its written form, whether in paper or in intelligent / unintelligent machines, remains the same, without any differance whatsoever. To ensure this, the Unicode Consortium has to, in the wider interest of Tamil, (i). allot codes for the left out Tamil abbreviation srii; (ii). allot fresh codes that do not require any special display drivers, for the vowel marks e, E and ai; (iii). allot code for the Tamilised consonant ksha; (iv). consider deprecating the use of au length mark and code for vowel au.

Connected with this issue is the allottment of new codes for the u and U vowel marked Tamil consonants, which will ensure seemless integration of the written and the typed form. Allottment of codes for the older ai vowel mark for nai, Nai, lai and Lai, older form of nA, NA and RA with integrated A vowel mark, and combined letters like kka, kku etc., will ensure downward compatibility, essential for understanding stone, palm leaf and mud pot inscriptions and historic links with other scripts.

5). It is suggested that The INFITT Conferance take on all concerned to avoid any further Script Reforms; to revert back on already carried out Script Reforms and take up with the Unicode Consortium for allotting more codes as suggested in para (4) above.
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
