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In recent years, there seems to be an upward trend of Indian pupils

entering primary one who take Tamil as their Mother Tongue but come

from non-Tamil speaking home environments. Pupils are found to be

unable to effectively communicate their ideas and opinions in the language.

Some even express fear and anxiety when asked to communicate their

ideas in Tamil.

This paper presents how technology can be leveraged can be

leveraged in a one-to-one computing environment to enhance learning of

Tamil language. In this environment, there is an eclectic blend of mastery

driven approaches as well as constructivist pedagogies. In a ubiquitous

computing environment, the teacher is able to tailor lessons and support

pupils of varying abilities; thus scaffolding their learning to build their

esteem and to eventually help them to gain confidence to communicate

their ideas.

This paper will show the strategies used in a technology-rich

environment and the challenges faced by the Primary one and two classes

to achieve the objectives.
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
