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Our pupils live in a technology and media-driven environment. They are surrounded by wealth of information. Constructive learning takes place when they are able to connect, construct and relate this information to the situated context. According to the recent PERI report, it is suggested that is important for our pupils to be able to gather information, analyse them and relate it to the situated context. Spoken presentation was one of the highlights in this report.

Hence, there is a vital need  to move beyond a focus on basic competency in the core subjects to promoting understanding of content at much higher levels by weaving media literacy into curriculum and providing a meaningful experience in language literacy.

ICT could act as a powerful tool for pupils to get connected. By leveraging on technology, pupils took an active role in searching for relevant information via the Internet to substantiate their understanding of the information presented in the newspaper articles. This process helped pupils to be independent learners situated within an authentic context. By tapping on ICT and infusing media literacy into the curriculum, pupils used their four basic skills effectively and started to take ownership of their learning.
